THE GOSPEL

The next day the great crowd that had come to the
festival heard that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem. So
they took branches of palm trees and went out to
meet him, shouting, “"Hosanna!

It was also because they heard that he had
performed this sign that the crowd went to meet him.
The Pharisees then said to one another, “You see, you
can do nothing. Look, the world has gone after him!”
Now among those who went up to worship at the
festival were some Greeks. They came to Philip, who
was from Bethsaida in Galilee, and said to him, “Sir,

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THE SERVANTS WORD

Dearest brothers and sisters in Christ,

Our journey towards the cross is coming to an end soon, and the
dawn of the Glorious Resurrection is now very close. Today on
Hosanna Sunday, we enter Passion Week which ends on Saturday
of the Light. In this week, there is an abundance of rites and

prayers in our liturgy that assist us in preparing to celebrate the
glory of the Resurrection with our Risen Lord Jesus Christ.

With the people of lerusalem we shout today to the King of
Peace: “Hosanna! Blessed is the one who comes in the name of
the Lord” (John 12:13). Jesus entered lerusalem as king on a
young donkey, making his way among the people who were
carrying branches of palm and olive trees, drawing his path with
their cloaks and robes, greeting him with chants of exaltation.
This welcome is a symbol of a humanity acknowledging the
greatness of the Lord Jesus and professing his majesty from the
top of their voices.

The great joy on Hosanna Sunday is an integral part of our liturgy
which is based on joy and hope, even in times of fasting and
passion. Just as we entered the Season of the Great Lent with the
joy of the wedding at Cana, today we enter Passion Week with the
joy of Hosanna Sunday, and the climax of our journey passes

through the cross which is the entrance to the joy of the Glorious
Resurrection. Passion Week is not then days of mourning and

grief, but rather a time for reflection, prayer, penance, fasting and
worship. It is an integral part of our journey towards the greatest

indescribable joy of the Glorious Resurrection, despite all the
pain and sorrow of the events of this Season. Hence, our liturgy is
a mirror for our lives, from which we draw strength so that each
one of us can carry their own cross with joy and hope, despite the
difficulties and challenges we encounter, because the sure end for
every cross that we carry with joy is the true participation in the
Resurrection of our Lord Jesus and his victory over death.

ARRIVAL AT THE HARBOUR

Concluding Hosanna Sunday the Church as our
mother leads us to the beginning of Passion Week
with the arrival at the harbour. This is a distinctively
Maronite tradition and here at our parish we will hold
this rite on the evening of Hosanna Sunday at
9:30pm. We reflect on the parable of the ten
bridesmaids which “reminds us that the “ark” which is
the Church, is arriving safely from our Lenten journey
at the Harbour of Salvation which is Christ himself”

“The Rite is celebrated outside the Church and
concludes inside the Church. It begins with the faithful
gathering in front of the closed door of the Church
with candles as the Wise Virgins (Mt25 1-13)
awaiting the Bridegroom. The parable reminds us as
we enter this week that it is only through a life of
dedication to God, vigilance, fasting and prayer can
we be ready for the Resurrection and to welcome the
Bridegroom into our lives. The liturgy begins with a
candle procession, then the Priest knocks on the
Church door three times before the door of the Church
is open to let in the faithful of Christ”.

Hosanna! Blessed Is The One Who Comes In The

Name of The Lord!

On Hosanna Sunday, | urge you to remember our brothers, sisters
and people in Lebanon, by lighting a candle in your homes, and
placing branches of olives at your doors, for the intention of the
children of our beloved homeland, who are unable to celebrate
Hosanna Sunday this year or the Feast of the Resurrection,
because of the current financial and health crises that Lebanon is
enduring. Also please remember to contribute with generosity to
the collections that Caritas Lebanon is gathering today through
our parish volunteers at the church’s doors and in the courtyard.

In the evening of Hosanna Sunday, we start Passion Week with the
Rite of the Arrival at Harbour at 9.30 pm. With this Rite, the
Church celebrates the end of the Lent Season and the arrival at
the land of safety after a forty-day journey of abstinence and
prayer Like the wise bridesmaids, the children of the Church
become during lent richer in good deeds. When the groom
arrives at midnight, they enter with him to the joy of heaven. Yet
the joy cannot be perfected without living the passion of the cross
which is the real entry to the resurrection where there is no more
death nor sorrow In the middle of this Rite, every faithful lights
up a candle and the congregation sings the hymn of light: “The
light has shined upon the righteous and the jhua,r upon the upright
in heart” This symbolises the lit lamps which did not run out of
the oil of good deeds as they had been abundantly carried out
during lent. On every day of Passion Week, we celebrate a special
liturgy, until we reach Sunday of the Glorious Resurrection. The
prayers of Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday of Passion Week are
called “Sotooro” or Lenten evening prayers. We have a different
prayer for every day with a cycle of readings from the Old and the
New Testaments announcing the death of Jesus Christ as the
fulfilment and the achievement of all the promises of the
Prophets. Wednesday of Passion Week is also called Wednesday
of Job (Ayoub). On this day, the Rite of the Lamp is celebrated. On
Thursday of the Holy Mysteries we commemorate Jesus' Last
Supper with his disciples where he washed their feet. On this day,
lesus instituted the Sacraments of the Eucharist and the
Priesthood. Great Friday is the day that Jesus was crucified and
put to death. On this day, two ceremonies are celebrated. The first
celebration is the “Signing of the Chalice” It is a celebration of the
Divine Liturgy with no Words of Institution. All hosts consecrated
in the previous night are to be consumed. The second ceremony
on Great Friday is the Adoration of the Cross celebrated in
memory of the death of Jesus. Saturday of the Light is the last day
of Passion Week. This day is a non-liturgical day. There is no Divine
Liturgy before Vigil or Midnight. However, a beautiful ceremony is
celebrated, the Prayer of Forgiveness. This is an old and unique
rite of the Maronite Church that celebrates the forgiveness won
by the death of Jesus Christ on the cross. The liturgy ends on
announcing the Resurrection of Christ with the Litany of the
Resurrection.

l.would like to encourage you all to participate in these spiritual
events throughout Passion Week and Sunday of the Glorious
Resurrection, in order to live the effects of our theme for our
jodrney this year, “O Creator of Life, you have saved us by your
passion and have given us life by your resurrection”. Please take a
copy of the program so you do not miss the opportunity to
participate in the celebrations of these significant events in the
journey of our salvation. | would like also to urge you to adhere to
the directives of the volunteers for public safety.

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

The Gospel for Hosanna Sunday opens by describing how a great
multitude that had come to Jerusalem to celebrate the feast, took
branches of palm trees and went out to meet Jesus, as He was
entering Jerusalem, riding a young donkey colt. They cried out:
“Hosannal Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord!” and
they called him “The King of Israel.” 5t John does not want us to
miss the importance of this, because he adds here the words of a
prophecy from the prophet Zechariah here:

“Fear not, daughter of Zion;
Behold, your King is coming,
Sitting on a donkey’s colt.”
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Like the disciples, we often do not understand the events taking
place before us. It takes a little time before we can reflect and
see the significance of what has unfolded before us. And that
means that we should meditate on the Gospels, ponder them,
look for the meaning which lies beneath the sur‘faee make the
connections, and see the teaching of Jesus as one glorious
whole.
