THE GOSPEL

Now when Jesus came into the district of Caesarea

Philippi, he asked his disciples, “Who do people say
that the Son of Man i5?" And they said, “Some say
John the Baptist, but others Elijah, and still others
leremiah or one of the prophets.”

Three times | was
shipwrecked; for a night and a day | was adrift
at sea; on frequent journeys, in danger from
rivers, danger from bandits, danger from my
own people, danger from Gentiles, danger in
the city, danger in the wilderness, danger at
sea, danger from false brothers and sisters; in
toil and hardship, through many a sleepless
night, hungry and thirsty, often without food,
cold and naked. And, besides other things, | am
under daily pressure because of my anxiety for
all the churches. Who is weak, and | am not
weak? Who is made to stumble, and | am not
indignant? If | must boast, | will boast of the
things that show my weakness.

THE SERVANTS WORD

Brothers and sisters in Christ,

On the sixth Sunday of Pentecost, we celebrate the feast of
the Two Pillars of the Church, Saints Peter and Paul. Thanks to
their faith, eagerness, wisdom and good stewardship, the first
Christian community was established on the true faith and
true teaching, and it was able to organise its own life.

Peter and Paul are two pillars that complement each other.
Their most prominent common denominator is their strong
relationship with our Lord Jesus Christ. Peter lived with the
Lord for three years, saw His miracles and heard His voice and
teaching. Paul did not know the Lord personally but came to
know Him when he was persecuting the Christians. The Lord
revealed to Paul that he was his chosen instrument to spread
the word. However, the Two Pillars of the Church had two
different personalities. Peter lived his faith and good
stewardship through his wise leadership of the Church with
eagerness, spontaneity and field work. Paul lived his faith and
good stewardship in the wisdom of the word, teaching and
writing.

The time of 5aints Peter and Paul was painful for the Church
because of the severe persecutions she was subjected to. But
the two great Saints did not fear or budge. Rather, they set a
good example for their brothers and sisters, in the likeness of
the Good Shepherd. Each one of them accomplished his
mission with the grace of an unshakable faith and good
stewardship that helped the Church to organise herself and
continue its mission. The two Saints gave their lives as a
testimony to the Lord. They were martyred for the sake of the
word, Peter by crucifixion upside down, and Paul by
beheading.

BE LIKE THE TEACHER

In the sixth Sunday in the Season of Pentecost, discipleship
is taken to another level, one of commitment, despite
struggles.

We read in this Sunday’s Gospel passage, ‘it is enough for
the disciple to be like the teacher, and the slave like the
master’ (v25). That is something to aspire to. There is no
excuse for playing dumb or pleading ignorance. We are
called to attain a higher standard of behaviour than we
currently are at.

If we are disciples and Jesus is our teacher, then we cannot
remain as we are. We are to be like the teacher. In fact, the
great St Paul wrote, ‘It is no longer | who live, but it is Christ
who lives in me’ ({Gal 2:20). We are to take on the whole of
Christ and become Christlike. This harks back to the
beginning of the Bible where ‘God created humankind in his
image’ (Gen 1:27).

The Gospel passage reveals the sufferings, opposition and
threats that will follow but this is never to become an excuse
for being less than we are called to be. Despite challenges,
we must overcome our fear and trust that God will grant us
the necessary graces to be faithful in Christ, growing in the
image of God through all circumstances we may face. Amen

On the
contrary, they should strengthen us to live the grace of faith
and give us wisdom to gain the virtue of good stewardship.

With the grace of faith and the virtue of stewardship, His
Holiness Pope Francis has called on the Catholic Patriarchs and
Bishops of Lebanon to unite with him in prayer for our
homeland, on Thursday the 1st of July. In our parish, we will
unite with them in prayer for Lebanon with a mass on
Thursday at 6.00 pm, followed by adoration under the stars,
with the presence of the relics of Saints Charbel, Nememtallah

and Rafga.

MESSAGE FROM THE BISHOP

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

On this Sunday in our Eparchy, we are marking the Feast of Saints
Peter and Paul, which falls on the 29th of June. We read the Gospel
from 5t Matthew conveying to us a dialogue between lesus and
Peter.

Jesus asked his disciples: "Who do you say that | am?" and Peter
answers: "You are the Messiah, the Son of the living God!" By his
faith, Peter becomes a living stone on which Jesus will found His
Church. Peter's faith will be tested. He will go through times of
doubt and abandonment, but the Risen Christ will show him His
forgiveness and entrust His Church to him.

Our faith is based on the testimony of faith of Peter and that of all
the apostles who knew Jesus, and listened to His teachings. They
witnessed His death and Resurrection, and passed on to us the
Gospels which allow us to know lesus and to be able to proclaim
our faith too.

In a letter he wrote to the newly baptized after Jesus' Resurrection,
Peter revealed to them their vocation and mission: “Like living
stones, let yourselves be built into a spiritual house” (1 Peter 2:5).
We too, to whom these words have been passed down, are called
to become living stones of the Church. How?

Following the apostle Peter, we too can become living stones of
the Church by confessing our faith in Jesus Christ. It is not always
easy to assert our faith in family, in our schools or in our
workplaces. But these situations can become an opportunity for
us to make a free and personal decision. Jesus asks us the
guestion: "who do you say that | am?”
