THE SERVANTS WORD

Dear brothers and sisters,

On the eighth Sunday of the Season of Pentecost, we experience
the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of the Lord who drives the Church
towards happiness and joy, despite the difficult circumstances
that the Church, as well as humanity, are going through. In
accordance with our Maronite liturgy, we celebrated yesterday
the Feast of the three Massabki Martyr Brothers: Francis, Abdel
Moti and Raphael. The Massabki Brothers are a great example of
the meaning of this verse in today's Gospel: “Here is my servant,
whom | have chosen, my beloved, with whom my soul is
pleased...” The lives that they led and their witness to their faith
in Christ mirror this Sunday's Gospel.

During His life on earth, Jesus irritated the Pharisees and the
leaders of the lews because he exposed their hypocrisy and
fanaticism and threatened their authority and status among the
people. They conspired against Him and planned to set Him up,
trying to get rid of Him in many ways, until they crucified Him.
This was the culmination of their plot as those who did never
meet together met against Jesus, and those who never agreed
with each other agreed to kill him.

Here we ask ourselves: does Jesus irritate us in many of the
decisions that we make in our lives? Does He irritate us with His
teachings and insistence on love, pardoning and forgiveness? Do
we wish sometimes that we were not Christians, imagining that
we could then be “free to do what we want?"”

We are in a perpetual war, war of principles, war of values, social
and political war, war between hatred and love. The Lord lesus is
our Leader. He teaches us the art of spiritual battles, calling us to
the confrontation: “l am sending you like sheep among wolves”
(Matthew 10:16), recommending us to be wise, humble and firm
in the face of persecution, and granting us the Holy Spirit to work
in us and to speak in us and through us.

SUBVERSION

In today’s Gospel passage we have a description of lesus that would
contradict every notion the people would have had about him at the
time. It is a subversive description. Let us see who lesus really is.

‘Here is my servant’ (v18). — Right from the outset Jesus is named a
servant and not a great leader as people had secretly hoped for.
Jesus is the one who serves, willing to do God the Father’s will.

‘My beloved, with whom my soul is well pleased.” — A term of
endearment reserved for lovers, not for powerful people. One who
pleases the soul suggests a character of gentleness, not one who can
revolutionise the world.

‘Proclaim justice to the Gentles’ (v18). — Jesus is unexpectedly a
prophet not to his own people the Jews. He is someone willing to
expose himself to others who are frowned upon. He is the one who
pushes boundaries.

‘He will not wrangle or cry aloud’ (v19). — Yet people want someaone
who can rise up and be a voice of dissent and can stand their ground in
a debate. Timidity will not get you anywhere.

‘He will not break a bruised reed or quench a smouldering wick’ (v20).
—This is @ man who will not take advantage of the weak to progress
his power. Yet too much concern for the weak can hinder one's
advancement.

‘Until he brings justice to victory’ (v20). — Yet can anyone be so
focussed on justice which is such a broad term. Surely there are mare
important agendas to follow and then later one can worry about
justice.

lesus is not the type of person we would like him to be for our sake.
He is the type of person he is for God's sake. When we realise who he
truly is, we will know we have indeed encountered greatness. Amen

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The Three Massabki Brothers lived a life of faith which they
defended to death. They knew that protecting their faith and
defending it would mean to work with silence, perseverance and
trust in the one who says to us “and when you are handed over,
do not worry about how to speak or what to say” (Matthew
10:19). Their faith was so strong and firm that they defended it to
death, to martyrdom, to become martyrs of the Church of the
Lord.

This is our Maronite Church since its establishment. Her whole
history is built on defending our faith in Christ with our own
blood. And as the Lord confirms to us, God does not forget this
blood; a crown is awaiting the martyrs in heaven.

On the parish level, the Pastoral Council held its meeting via
Zoom to study the situation of the parish in these circumstances,
and to discuss how to celebrate the Feast of the Assumption of
Our Lady this year, amid the current difficult circumstances.
Despite everything, it is necessary to celebrate the Feast
sacramentally and spiritually, and to live the joy of this Feast. We
will be in touch with you soon to inform you of the developments.

The forced closure that we are experiencing does not bring our
spiritual journey to a halt. Rather, our parish is hosting the relics
of Saint Charbel during a three-day prayer in preparation for his
feast, from Thursday to Sunday. We pray together with our
beloved Saint Charbel for the people of Lebanon and Australia.
You can access the program on our social media.

Always united with you in prayer and hope, as priests, deacons
and subdeacon of the parish, to serve all our parishioners, so we
continue together on our journey towards the light, under the
banner of our Leader, lesus Christ.

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

| have recently returned to Sydney and | am currently in
mandatory quarantine for a period of 14 days. | am aware that
many of our parishes across Australia, and in Greater Sydney in
particular, are also in lockdown and parishioners are unable to
attend their churches. | urge you to act safely and abide by health
recommendations so we can keep one another safe. It is my prayer
that this is the last weekend that our churches will be closed.

On the 10th of July, the Maronite Church celebrates the Feast of
the Blessed Massabki Brothers: Francis, Abdel-Moati and Raphael.
They were from a noble Maronite family, known for their piety,
good deeds, and service to the Church. They lived their Maronite
faith and became shining examples of Christian laity. They lived in
a time of great persecution of Christians.

When the 1860 attacks and massacres on Christians in Damascus
and parts of Lebanon started, the Massabki brothers took refuge
in the Franciscan monastery where they prayed and shared in the
Eucharist. When the armed rioters broke into the monastery, the 3
brothers were given the opportunity to deny their faith and be
saved. They all courageously refused and chose to die as
Christians.

In the words of Francis, “You can take my life, but my faith, no one
can make me deny. | am a Maronite Christian and in the faith of
Christ | will die.”
