Will hardship, or distress, or
persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril,
or sword? As itis written, “For your sake we are
being killed all day long we are accounted as
sheep to be slaughtered.” No, in all these things
we are more than conquerors through him who
loved us.

THE SERVANTS WORD

Dear brothers and sisters,

Between prayer, silence and work, lies a story called “Charbel”, a
man “drunk in God" and still is! Yet the whole world is now drunk
in his love and intercession! On the ninth Sunday of Pentecost,
we continue our journey with the Holy Spirit who assures us,
once more, that the Lord Jesus is still with his people and his
Church, especially in these difficult times. The whole humanity is
moaning. Lebanon is seeking stability security peace and
livelihood, all of which are missing. Australia is-looking for
healing, safety and authorities that know the fear of God, all of
which are not within reach. The world is searching for wisdom,
common sense and love, all of which are lost. Only Jesus is here,
he has never left us, and there we see his many signs in his saints.
In this very day, the Universal Church celebrates, along with the
Maronite Church, the feast of our great saint, Charbel.

Charbel might be one of the most silent saints, but he is also one
of the most active workers in the vineyard of the Lord! The years
pass whilst his sanctity is increasing! Humanity's pains intensify
whilst his halo is expanding! He left this world a long time ago,
yet he is filling it with his presence! What's the secret behind this
majesty? His silence, of course. Silence was his language. Silence
was his prayer Silence was his austerity, fasting, obedience, toil
and sweating.

A
hermit completely detached from the world, never dealing with
people, not knowing any of them, yet now he is in their midst,
caring for their suffering, and everyone knows him! With his
sanctity, Saint Charbel has overcome every barrier, whether
linguistic, racial or religious, to become the Saint of every human,
the saint of humanity.

POPULARITY STAKES

‘A report about him spread through all the surrounding country’
(v14). In today's Gospel passage lesus is a man filled with the
power of the Spirit, and grows in popularity from one place to
another. 50, if he had a social media page today, would he get
many likes?

Jesus’ popularity is on the rise among people but for what
reason? If we think in today's terms, it would be difficult to grasp
why Jesus would be newsworthy. To get people’s attention, to
get people to click on your page, or like your page today, you
need to be outrageously standing out in ways such as Botox lips
and bottom, implantations, muscle tone, hilarious, extreme in
your opinions, foul mouthed, an actor, a millionaire, royalty,
model, stunningly beautiful or possess some other
characteristics. Jesus does not fit this mould.

The claim to popularity in regard to Jesus was his endless ability
to be other focussed, which is so very different from our current
heroes on TikTok, Insta etc. who are so self-focussed. Jesus’
popularity continued to soar because he did what many feared
to do. Jesus faced the challenges and injustice of his time and
place, and made an impact on people’s lives. He worked for
positive change, for those captive, for the blind and oppressed.
He was a real-life hero, not a virtual hero.

Jesus’ popularity endures over the centuries because his words
and actions have meaning and purpose. They are worth
emulating for everyone's sake. Jesus deserves our admiration,
not just our virtual ‘likes’. Amen

Dear brothers and sisters,

We celebrate this Sunday in our Maronite Church the feast of a
most beloved saint, Saint Charbel. | am writing this message once
again from hotel quarantine, where | am using this time as a
personal retreat, to pray and meditate. In this same way |
celebrate with you the feast of our beloved Saint, knowing that
many of you are also isolated and separated from loved ones. Let
us use this day to reflect together on Charbel's life of prayer, and
heroism of holiness demonstrated by his monastic life lived in
perfect and total union with the Lord.

Canonised in 1977 by Pope Paul VI, who described him as an
“admirable flower of sanctity blooming on the stem of the ancient
monastic traditions of the East,” Saint Charbel's prayers and
intercession are now sought by the faithful from all around the
planet and not just in the East. In the words of Pope Paul VI, "he
makes us understand, in a world largely fascinated by wealth and
comfort, the paramount value of poverty, penance and asceticism,
to liberate the soul in its ascent to God.”

Charbel lived his life turned towards God. He chose the path of the
monastic and hermit life to achieve the goal of every Christian life:
holiness. He knew how to choose God and stay with him. When we
look at the image of Saint Charbel, we see a man closing his eyes,
deep in meditation. This silence and meditation, which he
experienced in a special way in his life, gives us peace and
tranquillity when we look at his image and seek his intercession.
