Having
become her spiritual guide, he helped her found a new
congregation to meet the needs of rural Australian in 1867: The
Sisters of St Joseph. Mary MacKillop established a new way of
evangelisation and went on to found schools, an orphanage, and
looked after girls in danger, the elderly and the sick.
