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THE SERVANTS WORD

Dear brothers and sisters,

This week is the second Sunday after the feast of the Exaltation
of the Glorious Cross. We find ourselves reflecting on a very
strong Gospel passage where lesus declares that not one stone
will be left upon another in the Temple. We are not used to
seeing Jesus in this light; so why do his words appear to be so
harsh? We all know that it is not in Jesus' nature to harm or
destroy. And why the Temple? The Temple was the pride and joy
of the Jewish people. It was a grand and magnificent structure
which was their place of worship and prayer, their symbol of
authority and their hub of culture and commercialism. The
Jewish people considered the Temple as the dwelling place of
God. So why does Jesus say that it will be destroyed and not one
stone will be left upon the other?

The Jewish people were so fixated on the structure and
prominence of the Temple that they forgot about God. The
marvellous structure which was supposed to represent God and
be His dwelling place become the central aspect of their faith
and their lives, This stone Temple became their ultimate goal and
purpose instead of God. The Temple, its inhabitants and the
people who ruled in its name became the false Messiah which
led the people astray.

However, with lesus the Temple is no longer made of stone only,
rather it is a heart that pumps love, peace and forgiveness. Jesus
requires a living Temple rather than one made of stone. No
longer is the stone Temple the ultimate goal for God to dwell
with us. It is no longer the place that gathers and unites
humanity. However, Jesus has transformed it to a lively place that
He will live in and in it He will be the eternally living sacrifice that
is offered for the redemption of humanity and its return to the
port of salvation, so that it can truly be the place in which God
dwells and through it reflects His abilities, His greatness and His
richness. Therefore, the Temple became the Church, qnoshto in
Syriac, meaning the congregation that prays together in one
heart and one spirit.

WHAT DO WE SEEK?

In this Season of the Glorious Cross, our Sunday Gospel passage
is foreboding, telling of calamities and strife. It seems today we
are also re-living the tumult that the Gospel speaks of.

Nation will rise against nation, famines, earthquakes, torture,
hatred, betrayal, led astray, lawlessness and love gone cold. The
Gospel depicts a world on the brink of collapse, a nightmare
unfolding, disaster from all sides, darkness of hearts and minds.
And today we feel the same with the Covid pandemic, endless
lockdowns, unemployment, and globally we have out of control
bushfires, catastrophic floods, insurgents, raids, rebel attacks,
and in Lebanon we have a country without the basic necessities
of life and ongoing political corruption,

So what do we do? The world can be a very difficult place to live
in. Yet no matter the struggles and what appear as impossible
obstacles, we are people of Christ and we are never to give up.
Our faith is in God. Our belief is love. Our trust is based on hope.
The challenges before us are meant to be faced. We need to
decide what decisions we will make, and how we go about living
our lives.

Will we allow corruption and difficulties to strip away our faith
and values? Or will we allow our faith and values to pave a
future path of hope and goodwill, no matter the raging evil
forces around us? Can we stay true to Christ in times of crisis?
Amen

MESSAGE FROM THE BISHOP

Dear brothers and sisters,

On this second Sunday after the Holy Cross, the Gospel makes us
stop and consider our own situation and that of the world today: it
is one which teaches us how love and faith go together, and are
held together by courage and fortitude — the strength to continue
despite difficulty, hardship and persecution.

The Lord makes some grim prophecies about the end of times.
However, rather than focus on these prophecies and trying to
calculate when the end will come, we should remember two
things. First, the Lord said: “of that day and hour no man knows,
no, not the angels of heaven, nor the Son, but my Father only.”
(Matt. 24:36) So we should learn from this not to even enter into
discussions about whether these are the last days or not. Many
people become heavily involved in debates about the end of days
and preoccupy themselves with these concerns.

The second thing to remember from Jesus’ words is that together
with these prophecies, Our Lord also delivered a promise of great
hope and consolation. He promises that the Gospel of Christ will
be heard all throughout the world, and those who persevere in the
faith will reach salvation. This means that we should not become
discouraged. The means of arriving at the harbour of salvation is
by first, guarding that our love never becomes cold, and second,
by never listening to false prophets.

On this Sunday, let us, as Maronite Catholics, remember to
persevere in fortitude and love, not to give up. Let us remember to
live a life of service to others, offering all to our Heavenly Father.
Every day, every hour, every moment, the Lord is close to our life
waiting to be a part of it. Let us not worry about dates or the
second coming, but concern ourselves with being present in the
moment recalling the words of 5t Augustine to “take care of our
soul as if we were going to die tomorrow.”
