MESSAGE FROM THE BISHOP

Dear brothers and sisters,

| write this message as the First Assembly of the Plenary Council of
the Church in Australia is in its sessions. This week has been
marked by hope and by a spirit of synodality and unity. During this
first session, we listened to one another and discerned the voice of
the Holy Spirit. We also looked at the challenges facing the church
and shared the pain of many, asking the Lord for His wisdom and
guidance.

And for we, who are committed to this plenary pilgrimage, the
words of this Gospel of the 4th Sunday of the Season of the Cross
in our Maronite Church take a special meaning “Who, then, is the
faithful and wise slave whom his master has put in charge of his
household to distribute to them their food at the proper
time?"[Matt 24:45)

In the Eastern tradition of our churches, similar parables are read
together, and guite obviously, one like parable which demands our
attention with this one is the parable of the talents. In both there
is a master, he gives a charge to his servants, then he goes away to
return on a day that they know not, when he shall reward all in
accordance with their deeds.

We are the servants of the Lord to whom these words are
directed. He has given us both duties and responsibilities,
privileges and obligations. The two cannot be disassociated: it is
only by reason of His gifts to us that He can demand more from us.
It is because we have been granted consciousness and the power
of judgment that we can be called to account for what we have
done deliberately and for what we have left undone through
negligence.

We are engaged in this journey
because the Master of the Pilgrimage has given us everything we
need and more, and expects us to recognise our privileges and
our responsibilities, and to care for those who belong to the
Master as much as we do, who are as close to His heart as we
are. And so the road of the pilgrimage opens before us, and we
have much to bear as we proceed on the way.

Only if we are humble and grateful, do we see that we have
nothing to offer which does not come from our Master, which is
not directed to His worship, to following His will here on earth.
Only if we are humble we do feel the need to put our talents to
work, and to labour without ceasing. And this is our calling
during this plenary pilgrimage. If we think first of Our Lord who
placed us where we are and given us our responsibilities, then
our aims become clearer, our minds become calmer, and our
hearts learn true serenity.

Dear Friends, the First Assembly of the Plenary Council may be
drawing to a close but this plenary pilgrimage is only just
beginning and we — like the servant in this Sunday's Gospel —
need humility and obedience to the Word of the Master. We
must continue to reflect, listen and discern on how to tend to His
Church as we prepare for the second and final assembly in July
2022, knowing that what we do will indeed play a big role in how
our Church in Australia faces the 21st century.
