In the Gospel of this Sunday, lesus tells us another parable about
the day of judgment, a recurring theme in the Gospels of the
Season of the Cross. We are now approaching the end of the
liturgical year so the Church directs our minds and thoughts to
eternal life.

The Parable of the Talents prompts us to reflect on many points.
Each of us is free to use their talents. God has given each of us a
number of talents and each of us must decide how to use them.
We can use them and multiply them or we can bury them. God
naturally wants us to make full use of what has been given to us. It
also gives us the freedom to discern which is the best way. This is
what is so admirable about our relationship with God: He respects
our freedom.
