MNow the birth of Jesus the Messiah took place in
this way. When his mother Mary had been engaged
to Joseph, but before they lived together, she was
found to be with child from the Holy Spirit. Her
husband Jloseph, being a righteous man and
unwilling to expose her to public disgrace, planned
to dismiss her quietly.

But just when he had resolved to do this, an angel of
the Lord appeared to him in a dream and said,
“loseph, son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary
as your wife, for the child conceived in her is from
the Holy Spirit. She will bear a son, and you are to
name him Jesus, for he will save his people from
their sins.”

All this took place to fulfii what had been
spoken by the Lord through the prophet: “Look, the
virgin shall conceive and bear a son, and they shall
name him Emmanuel,” which means, “God is with
us.” When Joseph awoke from sleep, he did as the
angel of the Lord commanded him; he took Mary as
his wife, but had no marital relations with her and
she had borne a son; and he named him lesus.

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Resting in the Lord

This week marked the end of our “Year of Saint Joseph” in the
Universal Church. Today's Gospel reminds us once again that even
when he is asleep, Saint Joseph is still taking care of the Church. In
Joseph's resting, the will of God was revealed to him. In these
moments of resting in the Lord, as we pause from our many daily
obligations and activities, God is also speaking to us. But like Saint
loseph, once we have heard God’s voice, we must rise from our
slumber; we must get up and act.

We may be thinking that it would be easier to hear the voice of God
and to focus on this holy season of Christ’s birth if we could run
away to a monastery, away from the commercialism and from the
demanding work deadlines and family responsibilities of Christmas
time. Surely then, we could focus more on the holiness of
Christmas and our spiritual interior life — or not? To give in to such
a tempting thought may lead us to forget the message of the
Incarnation, that God was made Man to become ‘one of us’ — this
message reminds us that we who are followers of lesus do not run
away from the secular; rather we try to transform it by living in the
world without becoming a part of the world. It is our mission as
Christians to make holy the secular aspects of Christmas just as our
Fathers before us made holy the land upon which Christ walked.
Just as Saint Joseph was prepared to make holy the family of Jesus
and Mary despite what others may have thought or presumed.

How do we do this among the hustle and bustle of the season? We
do this by being ‘holy people’ = kind, patient, generous, loving,
laughing people — no matter how maddening is the Christmas rush.
We do this by bringing the joy, peace and love of Christ to those in
need, to those without hope, to those alone and despairing. That is
what Christ did, and that's what we are called to do and to be -
another Christ on earth, wherever we tread.

REVELATION TO JOSEPH

As we continue following the Gospel sequence of events that lead
up to the birth of Jesus, this Sunday's passage is Matthew's
account of the happenings. The focus here is on Joseph and his
response.

Zechariah encountered and angel, but his response was one of
doubt. Mary encountered an angel, and her response was one of
willing acceptance, Joseph, in today's account, encounters an
angel but only after he was told of Mary's pregnancy. However,
like Mary, he responded willingly to the words of the angel.
Sometimes it takes such divine intervention for us to really awake
to and respond to our calling in life.

So, Mary has obviously broken the news to loseph her betrothed,
that she is with child. Naturally he is in shock and unsure of what
to do. Here is the woman he loved deeply, pregnant and he is not
the father. However, his response is something we can all learn
from.

Joseph who was ‘unwilling to expose her to public disgrace,
planned to dismiss her quietly’ (v19). Such a magnanimous act.
There is neither verbal abuse nor domestic violence. Raw
emotion was certainly brewing, and questions were surely

mounting. Yet Joseph kept his emotions at bay and tried to find a §

solution that would not harm the one he loved.

The good news was that the angel offered insight which provided
Joseph with the opportunity to do what he had so dearly wanted
to, ‘he took her (Mary) as his wife’ (v24). The message for us is
that God does not come to thwart our plans. God simply reminds
us, no matter how things are, there is always the good news that
‘God is with us’ (v23). Amen

We read this Sunday from the Gospel of Saint Matthew, the
Revelation to Joseph by the Angel of the Lord, as we continue our
journey towards Christmas.
