the monastic life, perfected him in divine virtues, and
There is a problem when we read this parable and it is the

punishment dealt out to the unfaithful slave. Yes, he did behave
unacceptably. He ‘begins to beat the other slaves, men and
women, and to eat and drink and get drunk’ (v45). The result of
his behaviour as we read, is that the master ‘will cut him off’ and
furthermore he ‘will receive a severe beating’ (v47). Of course,
today we would frown upon such physical forms of punishment.
However, what the parable is relaying is the very strong message
that violent behaviour towards others should not be tolerated
and the perpetrators need to be brought into account.

The slave was given authority to manage the household and he
had responsibility of the slaves. Any person given such authority
is expected to wield their power for the betterment of the
organisation and its members. Yet this slave misused his power by
eating, drinking and getting drunk. He abused his authority by
beating the other slaves. All too often power yields to corruption
and abuse.

The parable is a message of hope despite the stark images used.
It maintains that power must be used for good and anyone who
misuses power to hurt others and indulge in their own selfishness
will eventually be uprooted and punished accordingly. God will
not tolerate the domination of violent regimes. Amen
