THE GOSPEL

“When the Son of Man comes in his glory, and all the
angels with him, then he will sit on the throne of his glory.

THE SERVANTS WORD

Dear brothers and sisters,

On the second week of our three-week commemorations journey,
we remember people who have fulfilled their mission in this life
and gone. We pray for them and for their intercession at the same
time, because they lived holiness, righteousness and piety in their
daily lives on earth. They were sanctified and attained eternal bliss,
although most of them are not known, famous or officially
canonised, unlike Saints Charbel, Rita and all the other Saints. They
are the choirs of our unknown Saints, the Righteous and the Just.

The Letter to the Hebrews today explains who the Righteous and
the Just are. With Jesus Christ, everything became new, the old was
removed and the Lord Jesus became the New Temple. The
Righteous and the lust are the stones of this Temple. The Lord
Jesus opened the way for us, and the Righteous and the Just
walked on it. We are all called, without exception, to take this path,
the path of holiness. However, this journey has its own roadmap,
approach and method that we must follow. This is what the Lord
Jesus explains to us in today's Gospel, giving a theme for this
roadmap and journey: “just as you did it to one of the least of
these who are members of my family, you did it to me” (Matt
25:40). To this theme, He added a very important commandment,
the commandment of being merciful towards others: “Blessed are
the merciful, for they will receive mercy” (Matt 5:7).

Where are we today from this reality? What are we doing to help
people like them? Do we really see the face of lesus in every
human? Do we keep company with the needy, those who need
food or mercy? Do we accompany them on the paths of our life or
do we judge them and distance ourselves from them?

This path is full of hardships which | myself have experienced
during my last visit to Lebanon, the homeland that | like to call the
“heart of God”! There, | saw with my own eyes, lived and
experienced the suffering and pain of our people. Suffering from
thirst to dignity and mercy! Suffering to survive and stay alive!
Suffering for existence and continuity! Their stories are similar to
what | used to read in novels, but instead, they turned into

SUNDAY OF THE RIGHTEQUS AND JUST

In our second Sunday of Commemorations, we dedicate it to the
Righteous and Just. In the Roman Catholic Rite they celebrate All
Saints day equivalent on 1 November. Our Gospel passage is the
Parable of the Judgement of the Nations.

This parable of social justice outlines the expectations anticipated
from every person of faith, They are to:

* Feed the hungry

= Give drink to the thirsty

* Welcome the stranger

* Clothe the naked

* Care for the sick

* Visit the imprisoned

Greatness is not found in the spectacular but in the ordinary. In
living not indulgently but respectfully. In being attentive not only
to our needs but the needs of others.

God is not asking the impossible. God is asking for generosity of
heart. To be there for others. To give, share, empathise, assist,
attend to and to love. Jesus set the example in living out these
virtues. Time and time again he fed, he nourished, he cared, he
healed, and he loved. We too are called to follow his lead.

Jesus called us ‘the salt of the earth . . . the light of the world’
(5:13-14). Jesus called the disciples, ‘to cure every disease and
every sickness’ (10:1). When Jesus saw the hungry crowds he
instructed the disciples, ‘you give them something to eat’ (14:16).

To be a Christian is not a passive personal commitment. It is to
walk the way of Christ, personally invested in assuring social
justice is achieved for all. Amen
