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THE GOSPEL

lesus said: "There was a rich man who was dressed in
purple and fine linen and who feasted sumptuously
every day. And at his gate lay a poor man named
Lazarus, covered with sores, who longed to satisfy his
hunger with what fell from the rich man’s table; even
the dogs would come and lick his sores. The poor man
died and was carried away by the angels to be with
Abraham. The rich man also died and was buried. In
Hades, where he was being tormented, he looked up
and saw Abraham far away with Lazarus by his side.
He called out, ‘Father Abraham, have mercy on me,
and send Lazarus to dip the tip of his finger in water
and cool my tongue; for | am in agony in these
flames.

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THE SERVANTS WORD

Dear brothers and sisters,

After Sunday of Commemoration of the Priests and Sunday of
Commemoration of the Righteous and the Just, the Church
commemorates today the faithful departed. On this Sunday, the
Earthly Church remembers her sons and daughters who have
departed this world and gone to the Heavenly Church. This
commemoration is in fact for both the dead and the living, asitis a
call for us to accompany our dead on a spiritual journey with them.
This journey does not come to an end by the end of the week of
the faithful departed, but continues throughout the Great Lent,
Passion Week, all the way to the Cross and Resurrection, where it
reaches its climax in Christ who died and rose for us. Our concept
of death as Christians is different from how the world sees it. We
believe that death is not the end but rather the beginning of
eternal life with the Lord Jesus. And as we live the joy of opening
the tomb and rolling the stone from its entrance at dawn of the
Day of Resurrection, we live in hope when one of our loved ones
departs from this world, because whoever dies with the Lord will
be on a long journey with Him, so that they will rise with the Lord,
since the point of arrival is the glory of the Resurrection.

In today’s Epistle, Saint Paul speaks about hope, which is the rod
and nourishment in this journey, the journey of the faithful, the
journey of preparation for eternal life. Securing the Kingdom and
securing the eternal home of the Heavenly Father takes place here
on earth, by living the faith and applying it to reality through love,
giving and mercy. In today’s Gospel, Saint Luke warns us of the
obstacles and things that prevent us from putting our faith into
practice. All these obstacles and causes have one same spirit, a
spirit that has turned into the disease of our time, the spirit of
indifference, the spirit of neglect and complacency, the spirit that
makes us turn our faces away from the needy, telling ourselves: “I|
don't carel” ... “None of my business!” .... “l still have time, perhaps
next time!” Wasn’t that what the rich man in today’s Gospel did?
We know neither the time nor the hour. Therefore, we must be of
service to one another, because the Lord is in each of us. This is
how we secure our heavenly home.

SUNDAY OF THE FAITHFUL DEPARTED

This is the final week of Commemorations, and it is dedicated to
the faithful departed. The equivalent in the Roman Catholic
Church is All Souls Day commemorated on 2 November. In our
Maronite Lectionary we are greeted with the Parable of the rich
man and Lazarus.

Our focus today is on the problem of wealth. Media depicts the
possibilities we can attain, the luxuries we can enjoy, the
adventures we can live, all if we had money. Wealth brings us
everything. Or does it?

The parable depicts the self-indulgent life of a rich man who
‘dressed in purple and fine linen and who feasted sumptuously
every day’ (v19), He had all he wanted until death came along and
then he had nothing.

Riches can blind us to the reality of life. As we read, ‘at his gate lay
a poor man named Lazarus’ (v20). Yet the rich man never cast a
glance in Lazarus’ direction. When we possess wealth beyond our
wildest dreamns, we begin to want and take and possess, that we
end up leaving behind many other things that most truly matter,
because we no longer have room for them. Satisfying our
ever-increasing hunger leaves little time for others. And in our
wealth and esteem we begin to make gods of ourselves. No
longer in need of the mercy of others we become the be all and
know all. As the parable states, ‘If they do not listen to Moses and
the prophets, neither will they be convinced even if someone
rises from the dead’ (v31).

Wealth cushions from reality and provides one with a false sense
of self-assurance. The only way to truth and back to God is
through humility. We are no better than the poor man at our
door. Amen

Praying for our faithful departed takes much prominence in the
Maronite Mass and in the para-liturgies, such the Rite of the
Prayer of Incense. It is so important that we pray for our faithful
departed and participate in this journey. Our Marenite Church
devotes a whole week to do so. Through the liturgy and
especially the Divine Liturgy, the Church in heaven and the
Church on earth unite together to pray for the rest of the souls
of the departed. During this week, all Masses will be followed by
the Prayer of Incense, because in reality, the Maronite Prayer of
Incense is truly a wonderful example of these prayers. This
prayer commemorates all those who have gone to their rest
before us, including Mary, the Mother of God, the prophets,
apostles, martyrs and all the saints. The chant does not mention
death, rather it says: “truly now they sleep in faith, resurrection
is their hope, awaiting the Lord to come and give them their
crown.” It is a prayer of aspiration and encourages us to be like
the saints who: “giving witness to the Lord, they made Satan run
for fear, they conguered deceit. Like gold tested in the fire, trials
anly strengthened you; triumphant your memory in heaven and
earth.” The beautiful poetry and imagery of this text reinforces
the deep meaning of the prayer. It gives us hope that our faithful
departed will one day dwell in the presence of God, and further
it gives us hope that we too can earn this reward as well.

In order to receive this reward, we need to activate our journey
with charitable deeds. Let us take action and make an initiative
this week, a gesture of mercy towards someone whom we know
that they are in need, so that they do not remain alone at the
gate of our hearts! Let us continue to pray for our dead with
faith, hope and love, so that they may rest in peace through
God's mercy.

MESSAGE FROM THE BISHOP

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

This week, on the last Sunday of the Sundays of Commemorations,
we pray for our faithful departed. We remember all those people
who have finished their earthly pilgrimage and pray for them to
enter the eternal dwellings of light.

The Word of God teaches us that not everything ends in the grave
with death. After this brief life on earth, God awaits us for a life of
eternity and desires happiness for us. The Gospel of this Sunday
with the parable of the rich man and Lazarus reminds us that by
using our freedom we can refuse this happiness and choose hell
and this becomes irreversible with death.

In the parable, Abraham says to the rich man that there is a “great
gulf fixed,” so that those in heaven cannot pass to hell, and those
in hell cannot rise to heaven. The rich man had in effect denied his
common covenant with Lazarus, and now there was no bond
between them. If we renounce God, in other words, we must live
with the results and consequences. As Pope Benedict XVI points
out in his encyclical Spe Salvi, “With death, our life-choice
becomes definitive—our life stands before the judge.” We have
chosen and we get what we have chosen.

Brothers and sisters, just as it is important for us to think of all
those people who are dear to us, to think of the moments that we
have lived with them, it is also important that we pray for them.
Our solidarity with those we love and who are gone cannot be
stopped by death. We can and must continue to support them
with our fervent prayers. Let us on this Sunday ask the Heavenly
Father to have mercy on all our faithful departed for whom His Son
Jesus suffered and died on the cross and grant us to live holy lives
50, on the day of judgment, we will be standing on Lazarus’ side of
the gulf with the Lord and His saints.
