On the third day there was a wedding in Cana of
Galilee, and the mother of Jesus was there. Jesus and
his disciples had also been invited to the wedding.
When the wine gave out, the mother of Jesus said to
him, “They have no wine." And Jesus said to her,
“Woman, what concern is that to you and to me? My
hour has not yet come.” His mother said to the
servants, “Do whatever he tells you." Now standing
there were six stone water jars for the Jewish rites of
purification, each holding twenty or thirty gallons.
Jesus said to them, “Fill the jars with water.” And they
filled them up to the brim. He said to them, “Now
draw some out, and take it to the chief steward.” So
they took it. When the steward tasted the water that
had become wine, and did not know where it came
from (though the servants who had drawn the water
knew), the steward called the bridegroom and said to
him, “Everyone serves the good wine first, and then
the inferior wine after the guests have become drunk.
But you have kept the good wine until now." Jesus did
this, the first of his signs, in Cana of Galilee, and
revealed his glory; and his disciples believed in him.
After this he went down to Capernaum with his
mother, his brothers, and his disciples; and they

Brothers and sisters, | know and am persuaded
in the Lord Jesus that nothing is unclean in
itself; but it is unclean for anyone who thinks it
unclean.

So do not
let your good be spoken of as evil. For the
kingdom of God is not food and drink but
righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy
Spirit. The one who thus serves Christ is
acceptable to God and has human approval.
Let us then pursue what makes for peace and
for mutual upbuilding. Do not, for the sake of
food, destroy the work of God. Everything is
indeed clean, but it is wrong for you to make
others fall by what you eat; it is good not to eat
meat or drink wine or do anything that makes
your brother or sister stumble. The faith that
you have, have as your own conviction before
God. Blessed are those who have no reason to
condemn themselves because of what they
approve. But those who have doubts are
condemned if they eat, because they do not act
from faith; for whatever does not proceed from

THE SERVANTS WORD

“Cord, remember me when you come into your Kingdom”

Dear brothers and sisters,

A wedding celebration to begin our Lenten journey? Yes, my
brothers and sisters, the Maronite Season of Great Lent begins
with a wedding feast. But it is more than just a feast where the
wine runs out and the water is miraculously turned into the best
wine. The Wedding Feast of Cana is a foreshadowing of the
greatest banquet that awaits those who trust in the Lord — the
Resurrection.

Throughout the Sundays of Great Lent, we stop each week at a
different healing story. Each Sunday is a reminder of what sin does
to the individual. Sin causes isolation from society, it causes the
loss of life eternal, it separates us from God, it disables us, and it
distorts our vision. The Gospels each Sunday throughout Lent,
serve as a reminder to each baptised individual to repent and
return to the Lord, trusting in His bountiful and unending mercy
and love. This is the purpose of Great Lent. It is only through our
repentance and our denouncement of sin that we can share in the
Eternal Wedding Feast of the Resurrection.

Just as we prepare ourselves, from hair and makeup to clothing
and transport to attend a wedding or any other function, so too
must we prepare ourselves, mentally and spiritually, for the
Resurrection. Lent is the time for fasting and abstinence. Lent is a
time of prayer and reflection. Lent is the time where we reflect
upon our sinful ways and turn to the Lord for forgiveness and
spiritual growth. It is the time of dying to our old habits only to be
reborn anew and afresh at the Resurrection.

With the Season of Great Lent beginning with the distribution of
ashes on our foreheads, it is important to plan our time so that we
can attend Mass, and to take proper time for prayer, asking the
merciful Lord for assistance and guidance during this Season.

CANA SUNDAY

Today marks the beginning of our entry into the Lenten Season }

according to our Maronite Liturgical Calendar. We are greeted in

the Season of fasting and abstinence with the Gospel passage of |

the wedding at Cana.

It may seem odd that we start off this Lenten Season with a
passage involving celebration and alcohol! However, it is a good
reminder that despite the suffering that we will face in our lives,
there is always the anticipation of a great celebration. With God
we are led to joy and abundance.

One of the more important messages of this Sunday's Gospel is ||

that no matter how wonderful our lives might be right now, in this
case a wedding celebration, or no matter the trouble we find
ourselves in, in this case running our of wine at the wedding, the
overall result is if we allow God to be involved in our lives then we
will experience much more peace and joy than we can ever
imagine. As the chief steward notes, “you have kept the good wine
until now’ (v10).

As we journey through this Lenten Season with its memory of
temptation, doubt and suffering, let us keep in mind that Jesus is
with us and will transform our lives, like he transformed the
water, into something much greater. Amen

Lenten Penitential Practices

At the beginning of Lent every year, we often receive questions
about the Lenten penitential practices of the Maronites residing in
Australia. Our Patriarch, His Beatitude and Eminence Mar Bechara
Boutros Cardinal Rai, has issued his letter for Lent 2022 and in it,
he recommends the following practices:

* Fasting from midnight to midday on all weekdays from Ash
Monday (28 February) to the Saturday of Light (16 April): no food
or drink is to be consumed, with the exception of water;

* Abstaining from meat and dairy throughout the first and last
week of Lent (Holy Week);

» Abstaining from consuming meat and dairy on the Fridays of
Lent;

* Fasting and Abstinence on Saturdays and Sundays are not an
obligation (according to the Apostolic Constitution of the year
380), with the exception of the Saturday of Light (Easter
Saturday), where fasting and abstinence are to be observed;

* In 2022, the following feast days fall within Lent: 5t John
Maroun (2 March), The Forty Martyrs (2 March), 5t Joseph (19
March), St Rafqa (23 March), The Annunciation (25 March). We
do not fast or abstain on these days or on the feast day of the
patron of your Maronite Church.

It is important to note that food and water are always permitted
when needed to take medicines or in case of iliness, old age or
children. A person who cannot fast or abstain is encouraged to
choose another form of penance.

The theme for our Maronite Lenten Homilies this year is “You
are Apostles of Hope!” We are called to be Apostles of Christ,
ambassadors of His truth and His goodness. In this time of Great
Lent, let us also come closer to the humanity of Christ revealed
at the wedding of Cana, let us learn about and love more and
more His human journey, listen to His words, grow in faith and
trust, and radiate His joy and hope.
