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Message from the Bishop

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

The miracle of curing the blind man in our Maronite liturgical
calendar, marks the last event or the last miracle of the
messianic times according to St Mark, before Jesus enters
Jerusalem. This entry has a lot of significance in the story of
salvation and we do celebrate it next Sunday, which is Palm
Sunday.

In today’s gospel, we are told that as the Lord was leaving
Jericho, a blind beggar, the son of Timaeus, was sitting by the
road side. When he heard that Jesus of Nazareth was coming,
he began to shout out “Son of David! Jesus! Have mercy on
me!” This is in fact a proclamation of the Messiah, Son of
David, and it is a direct preparation for the entry of Jesus to
Jerusalem where we are going to hear the same shouting of
the crowds: “Hosanna to the Son of David”. Certainly the blind
is asking Jesus to relieve him from his misery and this is what
the Mercy of the Lord does for all of us.

After being told that Jesus is calling him, the blind man
jumped up, threw off his outer garment, and went to the Lord.
His outer garment was probably all what he had and it is
symbol of his old situation.

Then Jesus asked him: what do you want me to do for you? He
replied: “Rabbouni, let me see again.” ‘Rabbouni’ is Aramaic
for ‘my Lord’, and this is to express the faith of the blind man
and his will to become a disciple of Jesus. Now the
relationship is not anymore between strangers but between a
Master and a disciple. The Lord then tells the man: “Go, your
faith had made well!” The word “go” means the change for
misery of the old life to the grace of the new life. From that
moment, the blind man follows the Lord.

We should not let other people
keep us away from Him, or get between us and Him. He will
stand still and send someone to summon us to Him. Perhaps
that person is a priest or a teacher, a parent, a relative or a
friend. But when the call comes, we simply throw off the old,
the sin, the darkness, or anything which would keep us from
Him, and we should approach Him, and ask Him for healing. If
we have faith in him, that faith is going to heal us and make us
well.

Dear brothers and sisters,

We continue our journey in the sea of Lent, as we enter the last week
of this blessed Season, the Week of the Healing of the Blind Man. Our
journey continues with vigour, despite the winds of difficulties, as we
push the oars of faith in the heart of our parish boat, the boat of
“Jesus, remember me when you come into your Kingdom.” On our
sail we raise the theme of the week: “My teacher, let me see again.”

The beggar of Jericho Bartimaeus teaches us how to be steadfast and
courageous when we cry out to the Lord. Although many in the
crowds “sternly ordered” him to be quiet, he did not give up because
he knew exactly what he was looking for even though he could not
see. He was looking for the one that would restore his sight, the one
who would restore his standing in a community that outcast him.
Bartimaeus was not afraid; he was not ashamed or embarrassed! Like
the Leper, the haemorrhaging woman and the paralytic man, he had
great faith. Although their method of getting to Jesus differed, their
goal was the same, to get to Jesus.

Like Bartimaeus, many times we cry out to Jesus to have mercy on
us. We expect him to answer our call immediately. When he doesn’t,
we lose faith and ask him: “why have you forsaken us?” Could it be
sometimes that we do not know what we are asking for? As |
mentioned above, Bartimaeus knew exactly what he was looking for
and I’'m sure he would have continued to call out to Jesus a third and
fourth time and even a hundredth time until he grabbed his
attention. We must do the same! Firstly, we must know what we want
from Jesus and then have the humility and the courage to be able to
shout at the top of our voices a thousand times to grab his attention.

What of the people that cry out to us for mercy? The sick, the poor,

the afflicted, the lonely, the depressed! Do we allow the crowds of
this day and age to stop them from getting to us or do we follow in the

example of Jesus? As | continue to read about the Saints in Mercy, |
find myself reflecting on the work of St John of God who is renowned
for developing hospitals and other institutions to care for the sick
and the needy. He teaches us that in order to be merciful to others we
must first look inwards and be merciful to ourselves. He says, “People
cannot truly love poverty within others unless they first discover their
own pain within.” And it is when we do good to others, we are actually
doing good to ourselves. Being merciful to others gives us a sense of
satisfaction and joy, a sense of contentment.

Therefore, we will respond to the cry of our people and loved ones in
Lebanon by contributing generously to the Caritas campaign next
Sunday. We also cry out the cry of faith in the Passion Week, so that
we can cry out afterwards the cry of resurrection, glorifying the Risen
Lord. Passion Week and Easter program is available at the Cathedral
gates. Please take a copy so you can participate in all the rites,
prayers and masses in this special Season, and experience the path
of the passions and the path of the resurrection together.
