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Message from the Bishop

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Together with all the Catholics around the world, on this
Sunday, we enter with Jesus into Jerusalem. His earthly
journey began in Galilee. Today, we enter Passion Week - the
end of that journey - during which we reflect on the salvific
suffering of Christ.

Hosanna Sunday is mentioned in all four of the Gospels
(Matthew 21; Mark 11, Luke 19 and John 12). The evangelists
teach us that the entry into Jerusalem fulfilled a prophecy
made by the prophet Zechariah. As such, we can conclude
that it was indeed part of God’s plan that this event should
occur, and that it is an intrinsic part of that plan in history.

The Lord’s entering upon a donkey was a sign of His humility.
A king would usually enter on a horse, an animal which could
be used in war, rather than the donkey, a domestic animal.
Christ allows us in this event to see His humility.

Despite the Lord entering Jerusalem on the donkey, people
laid their coats and the branches of trees before Him. Crowds
before and after Him shouted: “Hosanna to the Son of David;
blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord, Hosanna in
the highest!”. The word “Hosanna” is an Aramaic term,
meaning: “Save us, we pray!” and spoken in praise of the One
who can save our immortal souls.

The rulers did not like the people welcoming Jesus as their
King. They could see that He was not like a king that they
would expect. But He was and is the King of Kings, overturning
the idea of what it is to be a King. The palms and the cloaks
spread before Him were a wonderful welcome, but their
beauty is found in the simplicity of the heart of the children
who offered them. The innocent gift of a child is worth more
than diamonds set in gold.

The Servants word

Dear brothers and sisters,

The boat of our journey in the sea of Lent - “Jesus, remember me
when you come into your Kingdom” - brings us to Jerusalem, the city
of prayer and peace, the city of the King of kings and the Lord of lords,
who entered it as the King of Peace, and left it glorified on the cross to
fill our lives with peace and grant our souls salvation.

Hosanna Sunday takes us back two thousand years to the joyful
shouts of the children in Jerusalem who welcomed Jesus as he rode
on the back of a donkey. Many themes emerge from this Gospel
passage which the Maronite Church celebrates with great fervour
every year before we enter the solemnity of Passion Week. Themes of
victory and humility are always prominently spoken about. But what
does this word “Hosanna” really mean? The word Hosanna is a
Hebrew shout of triumph and rejoicing which means “save us now,
we pray!” More than that, it is a prayer for salvation and a plea for
deliverance. In the Divine Liturgy today, this word appears eleven
times and during the procession it will come up several times
through the hymns and through the cries of the parishioners who
gather to relive that victorious day.

However, are we truly living this Hosanna in our lives? Is our faith
as strong and as fervent as our shouts? Are we like the same people
who cried out the next day “crucify him”? Or are we like the centurion
who proclaimed that “this man truly was the Son of God?”

In our lives, we experience these three phases in our faith journey.
Unfortunately, we experience the “crucify him” phase more than
others. This takes place when we are feeling down, when we are
feeling rejected, when despair overcomes our lives for the many
reasons that it does. We feel that the whole world is working against
us. You and | are faced with these moments every day. However, it is
in these moments that our true faith is revealed. For the centurion,
the divinity of Jesus was revealed through his suffering and death.
For us who already know Jesus, his saving grace is revealed through
our own pain and suffering because he is the response. The response
to Hosanna is of course, Jesus, which means, the Lord saves. Hence,
we need to learn to cry out “Hosanna” every day of our lives,
especially in our darkest moments. It is our plea for deliverance from
our despair!

We start Passion Week tonight with the Rite of the Arrival at the
Harbour at 9.30pm. With this Rite, the Church celebrates the end of
the Lenten Season and the arrival at the land of safety after a
forty-day journey of abstinence and prayer. Like the wise
bridesmaids, the children of the Church during lent become richer in
good deeds. When the groom arrives at midnight, they enter with

him to the joy of heaven. Yet the joy cannot be perfected without
living the passion of the cross which is the real entry to the
resurrection where there is no more death nor sorrow. What would
then happen during the Rite of the Arrival at the Harbour? What are
the symbols from which we draw the spiritual fruits?

This Rite is celebrated on Sunday night while midnight is
approaching. Itis the time of the arrival of the groom in the Gospel of
the wise bridesmaids. The faithful gather at the gate outside the
church where they pray and thank God for their Lenten journey in
which they repented from their sins and carried out acts of mercy.

In the middle of the prayer, every faithful lights up a candle and the
congregation sings the hymn of light: “The light has shined upon the
righteous and the joy upon the upright in heart.” This symbolises the
lit lamps which did not run out of the oil of good deeds as they had
been abundantly carried out during lent.

At the end of the Rite, the celebrant knocks three times on the door
while the deacon recites a hymn and the people respond: “fill our
hearts O Lord with the light of your Kingdom.” Then the door is
opened and the celebrant enters the church with the people while
singing. When the celebrant reaches the altar, he removes all white
colours and replaces them with crimson, adorning also the cross
with a crimson sash and the lights are dimmed. The procession of the
cross starts to announce the beginning of the passion.

Following this, every day we celebrate a particular liturgy that will
lead us to cry out “Christ is Risen.” Please take a copy of the program
so that you do not miss out on celebrating these important events in
the journey of Salvation.
