Dear brothers and sisters,

This week in our Maronite Church, we celebrate the 5th Sunday in the 
Season of the Glorious Resurrection. The Gospel this Sunday is the 
well-known love encounter between Christ and Peter.

We are truly blessed for that love and encounter! We are blessed for 
the love we have towards God and God towards us; we are blessed for 
the love we have towards our Church and the Church towards her 
people, we are blessed for the love we have towards others and the 
love of others towards us. Experiencing reciprocal love is a blessing 
and a grace and there are often times where we do not appreciate nor 
show appreciation for this love.

In the scenery of Saint Johnʼs Gospel, we hear Jesus asking Simon 
Peter “Do you love me?” Jesus asks this question three times. This 
thrice repetition of the question not only counteracts Peterʼs thrice 
denial of the Lord and Saviour, it is also repeated for the sake of 
emphasis. Three times the question is asked to show and 
highlight the great importance of love. Three times it is asked to 
show that above all other virtues, love is the greatest. This is also 
echoed in the First Letter of St Paul to the Corinthians where it is 
stated that one can possess all gifts and talents but without love, 
these gifts and talents are useless. 

As guardians and trustees of the Good News, we, the faithful 
children of God, both clergy and the faithful, are responsible for 
the protection and defence of this love. Moreover, we are called to 
live this love daily and to share this love with others.

The month of May, which we are now experiencing its Marian 
spirituality, is also another witness to love and its significance in the 
lives of the faithful. The Mother of God, to whom this month is 
dedicated, lived her love silently, conscious of not taking away the 
glory from her Son who loved until death.

The outpouring of the Lordʼs love for this blessed parish was 
materialised once again through the annual gala dinner of the parish, 
after a three-year hiatus due to the Corona pandemic. Once again, 
love has triumphed in word and deed through the generosity and 

love of the parishioners, despite all odds. The proceeds of the dinner 
will go this year toward the renovation and maintenance of the 
parish hall, which is in the service of the children of the parish and 
eparchy.

As you are aware, this Sunday is the day of the parliamentary 
elections in Lebanon. We ask the lord of peace and security to ensure 
success of this day, and to inspire the leaders that their responsibility 
lies in love. Without Christʼs love, we are only a clanging cymbal, as 
Saint Paul says in his epistle. We join our prayer today with Our Lady 
of the Plants, and ask the Lord to pour out His blessings and 
goodness on the Homeland of the Cedars of the Lord, so that the 
sowing of the election day be blessed.

The Feast of Our Lady of the Plants was appointed by our Fathers in 
ancient times, to be celebrated on 15 May, as a special feast for Our 
Lady, the Virgin Mary, to ask for her blessing of all plants and the 
fruits of the trees, and to protect them from harm and pests. Upon 
what the Fathers have established, we resort to our affectionate 
Mother, Full of Holiness, asking her to plead for us with her beloved 
Son our Lord Jesus Christ to bless our plants and deeds and protect 
them from every harm. Amen.
