Message from the Bishop

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

On this 6th Sunday of the Resurrection, the Risen Lord
appears to the 11 apostles again to help them conquer their
fear, but they still have a hard time recognizing Him. Their first
impulse was to believe that He was a spirit.

Jesus greets them with His peace. He allows them to touch
Him and then shares a meal with them. It is not easy to believe
in the victory of love after seeing its apparent failure on the
cross. For this reason, St Luke writes: “while in their joy, they
were disbelieving and still wondering...”

Jesus appears to them several times to convince them of the
reality of His new life. He changes their hearts and enlightens
their minds by revealing to them the deep meaning of the
scriptures and that everything written about Him in the law of
Moses, the prophets and the psalms had to be fulfilled.

These same apostles who needed persuasion to believe in the
Resurrection became the solid pillars of the Church. Our faith
is built on that of those who saw the Lord, touched Him, and
ate and drank with Him after His Resurrection. Following the
apostles, to live our conversion, we are invited to find Jesus
alive today in our midst, to touch Him through the Eucharist.

Dear brothers and sisters,

In our faith journey within our Maronite Church, and according to our
Maronite Liturgical Calendar, we reach today the Sixth Sunday of the
Season of the Glorious Resurrection. Two more weeks and we
celebrate Pentecost Sunday. As we enter the sixth and second last
week of the Season of the Glorious Resurrection, we encounter again
the Resurrected Christ who unexpectedly appears to the apostles.
This week we take a break from the Johannine Gospels and reflect on
the Gospel of Saint Luke where we find a certain sequence to this
passage. The master of storytelling, Luke, unfolds the apparition like
a three-act play: Jesus appears suddenly; the disciples respond with
fear; and Jesus calms their fears. After seeing His hands and feet,
there was joy, but still disbelief and wonder. Saint Luke’s description
of the disciple’s reaction is excellent: ‘in their joy they were
disbelieving and still wondering. Isn’t it so true how faith slowly
dispels doubt? Isn’t it true how joy testifies to the world-changing
reality, however some questions always remain unanswered and we
are kept wondering? If even in their joy and after experiencing the
living Jesus, the apostles found it hard to comprehend His
Resurrection, how can we do this after 2000 years?

Being a witness to Jesus is not easy, however it is not impossible! To
be a witness we need strength in faith and perseverance. Our mission
is to be a witness of the love of God revealed in Jesus. It is this love
that drives us to believe and confirms us in our faith. We need to ask
ourselves this question: “Am | a witness of this love?”.

God continues to send us examples of His love through the Saints,
and Saint Rita was no exception. As a daughter, wife, mother and
nun, Saint Rita witnessed to the love of God revealed in Jesus at
every moment of her life. As we conclude the Novena in her honour
and celebrate her feast, let us always turn to her example and ask for
her intercession in our time of need. It is through her example that
God shows us that nothing is impossible.

In our parish, there is also a true testimony of steadfastness in the
faith of our fathers, mothers and elders, and in living this faith with

joy, through the Sodality who is living its faith and joy in prayer and
deeds. Many thanks to the Sodality Committee and its Chaplain for
their work, especially the “saj bread” day. It is truly steadfast in roots
and authentic in faith.

The parish has also experienced another testimony to joy, faith and
steadfastness through the celebration of the First Holy Communion,
for the first time this year, for students from the Maronite College of
the Holy Family, who are also our parish children. To our First Holy
Communion children we pray with this hymn, “may the grain of
wheat that has been sowed in our hearts, die, grow and blossom in
love.”

Another occasion to experience the joy of faith in our parish is the
Marian procession followed by Mass on Saturday 28 May, at 5 pm, to
conclude the Marian Month. This is an invitation to you all to
participate in this procession as we crown our Marian Month with
faith and joy.
