Message from the Bishop

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

On this Second Sunday of Pentecost, our Church celebrates
Trinity Sunday. We are at the end of the Gospel of St Matthew,
these are the last verses recorded by the Evangelist. The Lord
gives His disciples the Great Commission: “Go therefore and
make disciples in all nations...” (Matt 28:19). This end is
actually a beginning, the beginning of the Church. The
disciples, in their mission, are accompanied by the Holy
Trinity: empowered by the Holy Spirit, promised by the Father,
and sent by the Son.

The Holy Trinity is the central doctrine of the Christian faith.
God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit are three
divine Persons sharing one nature. The Persons of the Trinity
are coequal, coeternal, and consubstantial, meaning they are
indivisible even as they reveal themselves to us in different
forms. All three are to be worshipped as one God.

The Holy Trinity is a living reality. The inner life of God is
reciprocal - it consists of giving and receiving. It is an eternal
circle of love between the three divine Persons. It must be
perceived as the source of all life, and this life is always a gift
from God that we do not possess, but that we share. In God,
we possess nothing, everything is free; we receive and we give.
God desires to be in relationship with us, with each of us
personally. When we desire with all our strength to be united
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with the love of God, we find that we possess all things in Him,
and we offer them all to Him in His Son Jesus.

This Sunday, we hear Jesus' command to become disciples of
love: “Go... make disciples...” Each one of us then asks: Where
am | going to start? Our God is a God so eager to be in a closer
relationship with us. Indeed, by giving ourselves fully to the
mission of evangelisation in response to God’s love, we
become our true selves and God will always be with us in our
work. We are made in the image and likeness of God. We are
complete only by giving ourselves out of love for others and by
fully accepting God's love.

Let us listen carefully to the end of this Gospel, so beautiful
and so reassuring is this great promise of Jesus: "And behold,
I am with you always until end of time" (Matt 28:20). Every
single day is filled with His presence. Saint Matthew uses the
language of the Covenant of "God with us", which we read in
the Annunciation. It is a discreet and silent presence that
accompanies us every day of our lives. Jesus, risen, seated at
the right hand of the Father, is the presence of God through
the Holy Spirit in the history of the world. This fills us with
hope and strengthens us in our mission to go make disciples.

Dear brothers and sisters,

After the Feast of Pentecost, the Maronite Church celebrates the Feast
of the Most Holy Trinity, the Divine Holy Family with one essence,
intimately united in an undivided union, the One and Only God who
created us, saved us and gave us life. This is a theological truth that
cannot be explained or grasped by the human mind. Yet, with a
steadfast faith, we are granted the grace of understanding and
experiencing the Trinity through the inspirations of the Holy Spirit
whom the Lord Jesus has sent to us, as he promised, to guide the
journey of our Church towards the Kingdom of God.

In his letter to the Romans, Paul the Apostle highlights the salvation
and mercy delivered to all nations through the merits of the Divine
Son. This is the gift of God to all humans (Rm 11:25-36). In his Gospel,
Saint Matthew offers us the only passage in Scripture in which the
Most Holy Trinity - the Father, Son and the Holy Spirit - is clearly
mentioned (Mt 28:16-20).

The feast of the Trinity has a theological importance which carries the
meaning of enlightenment. It illuminates the journey of the
Trinitarian salvation as the history is Trinitarian, the providence
Trinitarian and God’s intervention in time is Trinitarian, since God is
Trinity; One God in Three Persons.

God the Trinity is the perfect love, and the fruit of love is life. The
human cannot enter into the heart of God if he or she is out of this
love which is the response of the human to God’s endless mercy, a
response that is materialised in a communion and unity with God,
and in service and solidarity with other humans.

On Thursday 16 June the Church celebrates the Feast of Corpus
Christi. This year, our parish will celebrate this feast in a special way
to emphasise its significance and the importance of the Lord’s
presence in our lives in his body. All the saints were sanctified
because they worshipped the Most Holy Eucharist, which is the basis
of our Christian life. We too, in our journey towards holiness, will
make a solemn procession in honour of the Most Holy Eucharist, from
Saint Patrick’s Cathedral in Parramatta to our Cathedral of Our Lady
of Lebanon. In this procession, we will walk down the streets of
Parramatta to bear witness to our faith in the Sacrament of the
Eucharist and in living our faith openly. The program of this

procession is as follows: the opening of the event is at 6 pm with
Mass at Saint Patrick’s Cathedral (according to the Latin Rite).
Following the Mass, the procession with the Most Holy Eucharist
starts as 7.15pm until we reach our Cathedral. At 8.30pm, there will
be a solemn adoration of the Eucharist. We will conclude the evening
with Mass at 10.00pm (according to the Maronite Rite).

I urge you all to participate in this procession as one family, united in
the worship of the Most Holy Eucharist, the oblation of life. | invite
you all to participate in this feast, defying fatigue at the end of a long
working day, and challenging the cold weather and every obstacle, to
walk behind the body of the Lord. Does the Lord not deserve to be
worshipped and honoured on the day of his feast? Let us bear
witness to our faith and chant together with one voice: “O tongue of
praise, sing to the mystery of the great Eucharist, describe the One
who redeemed us with his precious blood; the fruit of the splendid
womb, who saved us by his merit.”

That is how the two new Blessed of Lebanon, Capuchin monks and
priests, martyrs Leonard Owais Melki and Touma Saleh, who were
beatified last week, bore witness to our Lord in their lives. They are
another sign from the Lord that Lebanon is, despite everything, the
country of saints, and that we are all called to be saints.
